To Enter 
Fill in an entry form  (available on our website or pick up from Reyburn House) 
Read the terms and conditions and sign (available on our website or pick up from Reyburn House) 
Send us 1 good digital image of your artwork (8 Megapixel or better) 
Send us a profile picture of yourself looking dapper 
Send us an artist statement saying a little about yourself  and your artwork (100 words max) 
Pay the entry fee, $20 per entry, no limit on number of entries

Winners will be announced at the grand opening night with the exception of the Peoples’  Choice Award.

Drop off artwork to Gallery: 2nd  August (2pm-3pm)  
         or 3rd August (9am-12pm)  
Grand opening night with winner announcements: Tuesday 4th August (time to be confirmed) 
Pick up artwork from Gallery: 30th Aug (2pm-3pm) & 31st August (10am - 2pm) 
Peoples’ Choice winner announced: Monday 31st August

Artwork 
Preferably a 1:1.4 ratio in any size. This is so we can scale it to fit  an A4 landscape on the printed calen-
dar. Any medium will be accepted but please no prints or artwork that has previously won any competi-
tions, (original digital artwork is allowed) All entries will be judged from an A4 laser printed image so 
please if you wish to enter send us a good digital image of your work. This needs to be minimum 8 
megapixel image for printing. If you need help doing this you are welcome to bring your artwork down 
to Reyburn House before the closing date and we will photograph your entry.
